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MANAGING THE TRAVEL OF
CHARITY WORKERS

Over the last twelve months we have
all had to make sacrifices in both our
personal and professional life.
However, there are some things we
simply cannot compromise on. For
many in the third sector, travel is the
bloodline of their work and a
necessity many cannot forgo. There
are no “trade secrets” on how to
reduce travel costs, but through
simple and practical methods reduced
travel costs can be achieved.

The current climate has forced many
sectors to re-evaluate their finances, and in
many circumstances be quite brutal in
cutting their outgoings.

So should third sector employees travel
less frequently? The answer is no. There is
usually an urgency in their work.
Humanitarian workers and missionaries who
offer aid to those in crisis need to get to
their destinations quickly.
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Applying numerous money saving tips will
enable charities operating overseas to
effectively manage their travel expenses, and
help them continue to bring their hard work
to help lives. Here are some tips for charities
to save money whilst travelling:

Firstly, when it comes to flying, I would
strongly advise to book further in advance if
at all possible.

The smaller the gap between the booking
date and the travel date, the higher the price
you pay.

For example, by booking a flight from
Heathrow to Entebbe four weeks in advance,
rather than a week before, you could save
46%.

This is mainly due to the majority of
airlines making cheaper seats available first,
even when travelling in the same class (e.g.
economy).

It is also important to remember to ask
about charity and academic fares if you are a
not for profit organisation.

These flights can be considerably cheaper,
or have more flexible conditions, saving you
a large amount of money.
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
